General Principles:

Current residents who would like to apply for accommodation for the forthcoming academic year 2012-13, should firstly fill in the application form,  and submit it to the residence tutors for consideration.

The scoring system for the enrollment of the academic year 2012-13 will be divided into two parts:

1)      Hall Specific Score : 80% of the Hall Specific Score will be counted towards calculating the final score. Contributions to Hall Life and Hall activities are taken into consideration.

2)      Score B: 20% of Score B (from SRO and University’s standard scoring system) will be counted towards calculating the final score.
